Custard Factory
Devonshire House on High Street Deritend in Digbeth was built in 1902 for Alfred Bird and Sons Limited who produced egg free custard. They continued at this site until 1964 when production was relocated to Banbury. The arts facility we have now was set up in 1992 by Bernie Gray, and later taken over by his son Lucan Gray who owned the site until 2017. Zellig opened in Deveonshire House in 2010 with offices and workspace units. The Custard Factory is also famed for it's graffiti street art which changes regularly.

Gay Village/Chinese Quarter 

This area is mostly clustered around Hurst Street, Ladywell Walk and Pershore Street. Chinese business originated here from the 1960s onwards, mostly of Chinese people from Hong Kong. Officially recognised as the Chinese Quarter in the 1980s. The Pagoda at Holloway Circus was erected in 1998 outside of the quarter. The Birmingham Hippodrome first opened in 1895, and the building has been redeveloped a few times. Now home to the Birmingham Royal Ballet since the company relocated from London in 1990.
Grand Central

The shopping centre above Birmingham New Street Station opened in September 2015, having been redeveloped from the Pallasades which had been on top of the station since the late 1960s (originally at the Birmingham Shopping Centre). John Lewis Birmingham also opened at the same time as Grand Central, whose former boss is now West Midlands Metro Mayor Andy Street.

The Bullring and Grand Central have been merged into one large mall. Grand Central Tram Stop opened on Stephenson Street in 2016, and the West Midlands Metro will be first extended to Centenary Square by the end of 2019 (and to Hagley Road, Edgbaston by 2021).
